Sin turned everything sour, diseased, and dying. In and because of 

Christ God claims His world and recreates it to be even more 

beautiful than the original. So in our Baptism God is at work 

restoring us in Christ by the power of His mighty Word. Only now, 

because the Son of God took on our human nature, so in Christ we 

are raised to the most blessed fellowship with God.
